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Research Title; 

"Self-esteem and locus of control among the students deprived and 

non-deprived of parents at the middle stage in Al Laith Province". 

The objectives of the research: 

 Investigating the nature of the Self-esteem coefficients and the locus of control 

coefficients of the students deprived and non-deprived of parents. 

 Exploring the nature of the Self-esteem coefficients and the locus of control coefficients 

of the students deprived and non-deprived of parents in accordance to the deprivation 

variable. 

 Identifying the nature of the Self-esteem coefficients and the locus of control coefficients 

of the students deprived and non-deprived of parents in accordance to the school grade 

variable. 

 Identifying the correlation between the Self-esteem and locus of control coefficients of the 

students deprived and non-deprived of parents. 

Research Sample: The research sample included the middle stage students at Al Laith 

Province subject to the present research variables (either deprived or non-deprived of parents), 

as their number equaled (339 students), among them there were (184) deprived students and 

(155) non-deprived students. 

The Most significant findings:  

1- The non-existence of statistically significant correlation between the average coefficients 

of Self-esteem and locus of control of the students deprived and non-deprived of parents. 

2- The non-existence of statistically significant correlation between the average coefficients 

of Self-esteem and locus of control of the students deprived and non-deprived of parents 

in accordance to the deprivation variable (i.e. both parents – father only – mother only). 

3- The non-existence of statistically significant correlation between the Self-esteem average 

coefficients of the students deprived of parents in accordance to the school grade variable. 

Besides, the existence of statistically significant correlation between the Self-esteem 

average coefficients of the non-deprived students in accordance to the school grade 

variable. 

Most outstanding recommendations: 

1- Just because the findings of the present research indicated that the students of high Self-

esteemcoefficients are less affected by external factors، the students should receive an 

appropriate educational treatment, should be empowered with self-confidence in their 

abilities and works and encouraging them to self-reliance on some matters along with 

observing, guiding as well as instructing them in order to obtain higher Self-esteem 

coefficients of the students deprived either of one or both parents. 

2- Attention also to be paid to the non-deprived students, and enhancing their Self-esteem 

coefficients just because the attained findings asserted the non-existence of differences 

between the deprived and non-deprived students. 
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
